Q: 
Can the By-Laws of the PRO Board be changed to eliminate term limits?

A: 
At this time, such action is not needed, as no board member will complete a second term for more than a year. This could be considered later. 

Q: 
Why have 21 trees along Plantation Blvd. been removed and not replaced?

A: 
Trees have been removed because of crowding, disease, hurricane preparation, and safety. There are a sufficient number of trees currently.

Q: 
A resident asked is there was a plan to expand the covering of pool handrail covers to counter the heat?

A: 
First experience with these covers was unsatisfactory.  We continue to look at the possibility of temporary installation during the months of June, July and August.

Q: Can the swimming pools be heated by Solar?
A: Solar heating is being considered and a committee has been formed to determine practicality.

Q: 
A resident stated that the Handicap parking spaces were not properly marked.

A: 
The County officials will investigate this, but historically, they have been approved.  We do intend to extend the pavement at the west end kiosk.

Q: 
How is the communications system progressing?

A: 
The project is making satisfactory progress and three towers will be delivered soon.
