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MINUTES OF PRO BOARD -------2 FEBRUARY 2008

President Troy Wilson called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by everyone attending the meeting.  First time attendees were recognized.

COMMUNICATIONS:

It was suggested that some action be taken to clarify when music or TV will be available, also who has the authority to make a decisions as to these matters.
