A.R.C.: (Architectural Review Committee )      

Members are appointed by the H.O.A. Board of Directors. 
Article VII of the   Covenants   and Restrictions   of   The    
Plantation at Leesburg, Purpose: In order to preserve the 
natural beauty and aesthetic design of The Plantation at 
Leesburg, and to promote the   value of the  property, the 
Property is hereby made  subject to  the  terms  and  restric-
tions of Article VII,  and every Owner agrees to be bound 
hereby. 

The committee is responsible for reviewing and approving 
all proposed exterior improvements to your property/dwelling 
as well as all common elements (if applicable). 

The committee strives to maintain the integrity, architecture 
and uniformity of the property. The committee reserves the 
absolute right to make final determination on any          
homeownerôs request for change or improvement to       
property. Please refer to the published ñArchitectural Review 
Committee Guidelinesò and your covenants and restrictions. 
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Covenant Review 
The HOA would like your assistance in maintaining The Plantation as one of 
the premier communities in the central Florida area. 

ARTICLE VII - ARCHITECTURAL CONTROL 
7.2  Architectural Review Committee:  
The Board of Directors of the   Association shall appoint an Architectural Review 
Committee which shall be responsible for reviewing and approving all proposed 
improvements to the Property, including but not limited to, size, type, quality,   
design and style of Dwelling Units, location of Dwelling Units, location and type of 
decorative, non-perimeter fencing or landscaping, yard ornaments and          
decorations, and approval of all additions or modifications to Dwelling Units. The 
Architectural Review Committee shall also be responsible for ensuring that    
Owners maintain their property in a neat and clean state of repair, as prescribed 
herein. 

ARTICLE VIIIñPROTECTIVE COVENANTS 
8.2  Senior Adult Community: 
It is the intention of Declarant that no Dwelling Unit shall be owned or occupied  
by  persons under  eighteen (18)  years of age.  Owners are  permitted to have 
Children under eighteen (18) years of age as  guests, provided such children do  
not  reside  upon the premises for a period exceeding thirty (30) days in any one 
(1) year. 

8.5 ð Parking: 
      Vehicles may be parked on the paved roadway directly in front of the ownerôs 

lot  for a period of no longer than 24 hours.  Boats, boat trailers, campers,   
motor homes and trailers are permitted to be parked outside of garages or   
carports temporarily for loading or unloading, but in no event for a period in  
excess of forty-eight (48) hours per week.  

 8.6 ð Pets: 
      In no event shall more than two (2) pets be   maintained in any one Dwelling 

Unit. Dogs must be restrained on a leash.  All pets must, at all times, be under 
the control and direct supervision of an Owner....Every owner shall have the 
responsibility for immediately cleaning up after his pet. 

 8.10 - Signs: 
No signs of any type including for sale and for rent signs, shall be displayed to 
the public view on a lot or any portion thereofé.a lot owner may display one For 
Sale sign in a window of a dwelling unit, which sign may not exceed eighteen 
(18) inches square, or three hundred twenty-four (324) square inches.  All signs 
shall be uniform in appearance and shall conform to the specifications of the 
Association. 

Please take down all landscape fertilization and interior and exterior renovation 
signs after the job has been completed. 
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Guard - Gate Information 
The Guard Staff of The Plantation at Leesburg provides the 
following information and services concerning emergency and 
gate procedures. 

EMERGENCY:   
In case of medical, fire or police emergency, please call 911. 
Provide them with all pertinent information, such as name,  
address, telephone number, circumstances, and type of help 
that you need. Immediately afterwards, call the north        
gatehouse at 326-3575. The guard will ascertain that proper 
notification has been made to the respective emergency     
service. 

SEASONAL RESIDENT AWAY FORM:   
A sample season resident away form is shown on page 11.  
Any time that you may be away from The Plantation for an         
extended period of time, please fill out the form and leave it at 
the Administration Office prior to your departure. In the event 
you should return before the designated date, please advise 
us. Please notify your neighbors regarding your vacation 
schedule and consider leaving your house keys with a nearby 
friend during your time away. 

VISITORS:   
We request that you call the gatehouse and advise the guards 
of your security code and estimated time of arrival of any    
visitors, in  order to expedite their entry into The Plantation. 
The guard at the guardhouse will direct the visitor to your 
home. 

PARKING:   
The Plantation will issue notices for traffic and parking         
violations to the respective vehicle owner. These violations 
consist of parking in non-designated areas and excessive 
speed. 

BAR CODES: 
Bar code stickers are issued to PAL homeowners.  New or 
replacement bar code stickers can be picked up at              
Administration Office if you have an inoperative one,           
purchased a new vehicle or are a new resident.  Bring License 
and Registration.

 RESIDENTIAL GARBAGE STANDARDS 

WASTE MANAGEMENT   (352) 787-4416 

Your bill will be on your Property Tax Bill at the end of the year.  
Office Hours:  8:00 A.M. TO 5:00 P.M.  MONDAY THRU FRIDAY 

Garbage/Trash pick-up is on Tuesday and Friday 
                 Recycled pick-up - N. of Plantation Blvd-Monday  
             S. of Plantation Blvd.-Tuesday 

Do not put out before 5pm the day before pickup 
Garbage needs to go out by 6am the day of pickup 

NOTE: Do not use RED Colored bags for garbage, these are for Hazardous     

Medical waste ONLY! 

Residential garbage and rubbish: 
Placed in standard 20 ï 30 gallon trash cans or sealed bags, container 
weighing no more than 40 pounds. 

Boxes:  flattened and bundled 

All residential waste must be placed at curbside within 3 ï 5 feet of the 
edge of the traveled portion of the street. 

Garbage cans must have handles, tight fitting lids, be free of sharp and 
jagged edges, with bottoms intact. 

All broken glass should be wrapped in newspaper and placed only in a  
garbage can. 

Yard trash capable of being containerized should be placed in a     standard 
garbage can or disposable container. 

Cans or bags of grass and/ or leaves should weigh no more than 40 
pounds.  Yard trash should be placed with household garbage for easy pick 
up. 

Tree limbs and waste building materials must not exceed 4 feet in length. 
They should be stacked parallel to each other and tied & bundled.  These 
items should be stacked with the household trash for easier pick up. 

Trash should not be stacked over water or gas meters or under low hanging 
tree limbs or utility wires. 

No Hazardous Waste- Take it to the following locations:  Astatula Landfill 
343-3776; Lady Lake 753-2399; and Clermont 394-5137 

No tires will be accepted.  Call to arrange pick-up of appliances. 

Trash containers should be kept free of excessive ants, wasp or bee hives, 
etc., and all kinds of rodents.
