
"HAVE A HEART"  TRAP PROGRAM 

I am not sure how many 
residents are aware of the 
"HAVE A HEART" Trap 
program here in GLEN 
EAGLE. Carl Skelly heads 
up this service and basically 
it shares animal traps with our GE residents.  
There are certain rules that need to be followed 
and recently some of the past rules have been 
changed due to cost cut backs with in Lake 
County.  The following letter will explain much 
of the system and questions can be 
answered by calling Carl Skelly at 
the number provided.  FYI:  So far 
44 "critters" have been trapped 
here in GLEN EAGLE. 

GLEN EAGLE REVISED TRAPPING PROGRAM 

RULES & INSTRUCTIONS 

As of April 1st  Lake County Animal Control will NOT 

provide the service of picking up any wild creatures 
such as Raccoons, Armadillos, etc. for disposal or 

relocation. This is due to their budget concerns. As 

of now, Glen Eagle will provide the "Have a Heart" 
traps to those in need of one at no charge. Although 

there will be a charge to dispose of the captured 
animal by a private contractor at a cost 

from $40.00 per call on up.  

       It is recommended that the 

person that is willing to watch over the trap split the 
cost with other interested Good Neighbors 

that will also benefit from the effort. 
       Call Carl when a trap is requested. An 

agreement will be signed by all parties and 

a copy will be glven to the lead trapper. 
       No captured animal shall be released into 

another neighborhood. They have enough of their 
own besides the critter would find its way back 

to bother you again. 

       It is recommended that as in the past, 
traps not be activated from Friday to Sunday 

evening.  The contractor will charge more if 
weekends are involved. If Monday is a holiday 

the contractor may not be able to make a 

pickup till Tuesday. 
       Keep records as to how many and 

what type of animal. 
       Report the capture to Carl Skelly when you 

return the trap.  Carl has been involved in this Glen 
Eagle program for years.    Call him at 323-1877.
