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To all Homeowners:

This Homeowners Handbook has been prepared as an easy-to-read
summary of the Declaration of Covenants, Conditions, Easements and
Restrictions for The Plantation at Leesburg.

In simple language, and in a condensed form, this handbook will answer
many questions and provide general information that applies to every

homeowner* in The Plantation at Leesburg.

This Handbook is, however, only a summary of the Covenants and is
not a substitute for the Covenants or any other legal documents. Refer

to the Covenants indicated for exact wording.

*There may be additional village-specific restrictions and/or obligations.

– EMERGENCIES –

Medical, Fire or Police

1. Call 911

2. Provide all pertinent information:

•  Type of emergency (medical, fire or police)
•  Name
•  Address
•  Telephone number

3. Call the North security gatehouse: 326-3575

The guards will make sure you have notified the
appropriate emergency service for your situation.

Night-time emergencies – use your outside emergency
light (if your house is so equipped) to guide responders.
Advise 911 to tell the emergency responders to look for
the flashing emergency light.

If your house is not equipped with an outside emergency
light, raise your garage door (and/or garage screen door)
halfway and turn on your inside garage light.*

Day-time emergencies – raise your garage door (and/or
garage screen door) halfway.*

*Advise 911 – and the guard station to tell the emergency
responders to look for the half open garage door. It will be
noticed easily.

BE SURE YOUR HOUSE NUMBERS ARE ALWAYS

EASILY VISIBLE FROM THE STREET.
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Architectural Review Committee (ARC)

PURPOSE:

The Architectural Review Committee (ARC) is a group of PAL
homeowner volunteers who are appointed by the PAL HOA Board

of Directors. It is the purpose of this Committee to
“preserve the natural beauty and aesthetic design of The Plantation

at Leesburg, and to promote the value of the Property

... and every Owner agrees to be bound hereby.”

RESPONSIBILITIES:

• The ARC is responsible for reviewing and approving all proposed

exterior improvements to homeowners’ properties in the PAL.
These improvements may include, but are not limited to:

• Size, type, quality, design and style of houses
• All modifications and/or additions to houses
• Location of houses
• Location and type of decorative landscaping or

non-perimeter fencing
• Yard ornaments and decorations

• The ARC is responsible for ensuring that all PAL homeowners

maintain their property in a neat and clean state of repair. If a home-
owner is not maintaining a lot and/or house as required, ARC has
the authority – and responsibility – to hire someone to perform the
repair and/or maintenance necessary to bring the lot or house into
compliance – at the homeowner’s expense.

Refer to Article VII of the Covenants for more details and exact wording.
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ARC – Advanced Approval Required

Before you make ANY exterior changes

to your house or yard!

NO changes can be made to the exterior of your house or your yard
without the written approval of the Architectural Review Committee (ARC).

ARC approval, in writing, is required for:

• Any change(s) to exterior of residential structure, including...

• Change of exterior color of house, shutters and other trim
• Driveway and/or walkway painting or decorative surfacing
• Adding any screening and/or screened enclosure
• Modifying the original exterior design of the house

in any way.

• Any yard modification from the original plot plan, including...

• Expanding and/or reshaping of flower/plant beds
• Addition and/or removal of any trees
• Changing plantings in beds
• Adding fountains and/or ponds, etc.

The PAL was established with strict regulations and covenants for the
protection of the property values of all homeowners. Failure to abide by the
written regulations can cause additional expenses to the homeowner and/or

a decrease in property values for all homeowners.

Refer to Article III, Section 3.2.2 of the Covenants for exact wording.
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Here are a few examples of what you may and may not do to your yard
without the approval of the ARC.

What you MAY do
without ARC approval

What you MAY NOT do

without ARC approval

• Plant flowering plants in existing
plant beds. Plants may be put
in the ground or planted in pots
that are then set into the beds.

• Replace plants “like with like” if
the replaced plants are diseased.

• Refresh existing bed coverings
(shredded bark, pine nuggets,
lava rock, river rock, etc.) as
needed,  to maintain the appear-
ance of the beds.

• Refresh paint on yard post light,
with existing color - black or white.

• Paint or decoratively surface
your driveway/walk way.

• Create new beds or change the
shape of existing beds.

• Install screen/storm doors.

• Change color of house, doors,
screen/storm doors, trim, etc.

• Install concrete curb blocks,
bricks, continuous poured
concrete (“curb-it”), or any other
materials around trees and/or
planting beds.

All rules are enforced by the Architectural Review Committee.

Homeowner’s Request For Change Or Improvement To Property
forms and ARC Guidelines are available at the HOA-Admin.

ARC – Advanced Approval Required
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ARC – Submitting A Request

TO SUBMIT A REQUEST:

1. Pick up a copy of the Homeowner’s Request For
Change Or Improvement To Property form at the
HOA-Admin. or download from palhoa.com website.

2. Complete the form entirely, including a detailed description of
the proposed modification, providing color samples, photos,
architectural drawings, prints, etc., as appropriate.

3. Turn in the completed form to the HOA-Admin.

THE ARC’S NOTIFICATION OF APPROVAL OR DISAPPROVAL:

The ARC objectively examines each application, evaluates its impact
on other Plantation homeowners, and strives to make reasonable
decisions.

• Approval – Approved applicants will receive approval in
writing from the ARC.

After ARC approval, all changes/improvements are subject
to the requirements of the Lake County Building Department.
If a permit is required for your change/improvement, you must
submit a copy to ARC.

• Disapproval – Disapproved applications result in a letter to
the homeowner explaining the reason for the disapproval.
Sometimes disapproval letters will contain a suggestion from
the ARC for a modification of the original application.

SCREEN ENCLOSURES (CAGES) –

• Copy of your survey showing placement of the proposed
enclosure (drawn to scale) on the property.

• Size, shape and color of the proposed enclosure.

Copies of ARC guidelines showing approved shapes and

dimension requirements are available at the HOA-Admin.

FRONT ENTRY SCREEN ENCLOSURES –

• A photo of the proposed door

• Proposed color of door

GARAGE DOOR SCREENS –

• Screens that rise horizontally are permitted.

• No center closing or panel screens are allowed.

ARC – Submitting A Request
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STRUCTURAL HOME ADDITIONS –

• Copy of your survey showing placement of the proposed
addition (drawn to scale) on your property

• Size, shape and color of the proposed addition.

Additions must be the same type of construction as the
home. (For example: frame with siding, block with stucco).

ENCLOSURE OF SCREEN ROOMS –

• Drawing of proposed window configuration

• Type of window material (glass, acrylic, vinyl)

• Color of proposed windows

SIDEWALKS, PATIOS, DRIVEWAYS –

• Copy of your survey showing placement of the proposed
changes and/or addition (drawn to scale) on your property

• Drawing of any decorative changes

• Proposed colors

AWNINGS –

• Copy of your property survey with placement of proposed
windows indicated

• Picture of type of proposed awning

• Color, size, protrusion from window of home, etc.

No awnings are permitted on the front of site built homes.

ARC – Submitting A Request
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LANDSCAPE ADDITIONS/CURBING –

• Copy of your survey showing placement of the proposed
landscape additions, yard ornaments and yard decorations
(drawn to scale) on your property.

• Type and size of landscape materials (2-gal., 3-gal., etc.)

POOLS/SPAS –

• Copy of your survey showing placement of the proposed
pool and deck (drawn to scale) on your property

• Placement of landscaping that will be installed around pool

• Dimensions of pool and deck

• Locaton of pool equipment (i.e. pumps, filters, heaters, etc.).

• If heating with propane gas, show location of propane tank.

• If using solar heat, show location of panels on house roof.

• If enclosed under screening, state shape, size, color, etc. of
screen enclosure.

SATELLITE DISHES –

Guidelines for satellite dishes, antennae, etc. are available
at  the HOA-Admin.

Also, see “Satellite Dishes” in this handbook.

ARC – Submitting A Request
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Homeowner  Property Maintenance

Refer to Article III, Section 3.2.3 of the Covenants for exact wording.
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As a homeowner you are responsible for maintaining your property in
a clean and well-repaired condition. Your property includes the lot on
which the house was built, the house and any improvements.*

These responsibilities include, but are not be limited to:

• Maintaining your lawn and its insect control

• Keeping your lawn mowed - to the edge of the pavement

• Trimming your shrubs, trees and bushes

• Maintaining the exterior of your house, including the roof,
in a clean and well-repaired condition.

Should you fail to maintain the lot according to the
Covenants,  you will be notified of the violation

by the PAL HOA.

If you fail to comply within 10 days of the notice,
the PAL HOA has the authority to hire the appropriate

people to correct the condition. You are responsible for
reimbursing the PAL HOA for all costs of all such

repairs and/or maintenance.

* Improvements may include, but are not limited to:

screen enclosures, house and/or garage screen doors,

shutters, patios, driveway/walkway decorative surfacing, etc.

Property Damage – Property Insurance

PROPERTY DAMAGE1

If the exterior – walls, roof, eaves or other exterior surfaces –
of the house or any improvement on the lot you own is damaged,

it is your responsibility to immediately (as soon as possible)
repair the damage or hire someone to do the repairs for you.

If you fail to repair the damage within a reasonable length of time
(as determined by the PAL HOA), the HOA has the authority,

after notice to the homeowner, to repair the damage
or hire someone to do the repairs. It is your responsibility

 to reimburse the HOA for the costs of the repairs
done on your property.

1Refer to Article III, Section 3.2.4 of the Covenants for details and exact wording.
2Refer to Article VIII, Section 8.3 of the Covenants for details and exact wording.
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If the repairs are an exact “like for like” to the pre-damaged
property, no ARC approval is required.

However, if a change from the original is either necessary or
desired, written ARC approval is required before the repairs

can be scheduled.

PROPERTY INSURANCE2

Every homeowner is required to obtain – and keep current –
fire and other casualty insurance on their house

in the full insurable value of the house.



Easements

A variety of access easements have been provided for installation,
maintenance and repair of private and public properties within the PAL.

For example, easements have been granted to all public
and private utility companies to the PAL property,

including privately-owned property, for:

• Ingress
• Egress
• Drainage
• Installation
• Replacement
• Repair
• Maintenance

of all utility and service lines and systems, including, but not limited to:

• Water
• Sewer
• Gas
• Telephone
• Electricity
• Television cable
• Communication lines and systems

 There may be village and/or lot specific easements.
Refer to your particular documents for details.
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Lawn Sprinklers
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Florida Statutes, Part VI, Chapter 373.62: Water Conservation; automatic sprinkler systems.

– Any person who purchases/ installs an automatic lawn sprinkler system after May 1, 1991,
shall install, and must maintain and operate, a rain sensor device or switch that will override
the irrigation cycle of the sprinkler system when adequate rainfall has occurred.

• Rain Sensors  – (Florida law requires rain sensor devices on auto-
matic lawn sprinkler systems - see statute below). Be  sure your rain
sensor is operating properly and set to turn your system off when rain
exceeds ¼ inch. Check the “pads” or “corks” in your gauges and
replace if deterioriated. Set your rain gauge to ¼ inch.

• Sprinkler Timers – Set your sprinklers to come on only the two days
per week you are authorized to water your yard.

You are allowed to water your yard only on specific days only within
these time frames:

NO YARD WATERING IS ALLOWED:

10:00 AM – 4:00 PM

• Sprinkler System Maintenance – be sure your sprinkler heads are
clean and give proper coverage. Also, keep sprinkler heads in planted
areas slightly above the plants to give proper coverage.

PLEASE HELP CONSERVE WATER.
IT IS ONE OF FLORIDA’S MOST PRECIOUS RESOURCES.

Antennae
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–  ANTENNAE –

• Interior installation is required if installation in an attic or other
inside location obtains a clear signal.

• Exterior Installation – in ground only – is allowed where a clear
signal cannot be received with an interior placement.

• Size: Exterior Antennae must be single pole type mast – circular or
square – and no bigger than 2 inches in diameter.

• Height: No antenna structure may extend more than 12 feet above
the roof line of the house. The antenna mast must be attached to
the fascia of the house to secure it if it exceeds the roof line.

• Color: The mast must be light gray or silver with a non-reflective
finish. The antenna structure itself must be silver, gray, bronze or a
combination of those colors, with a non-reflective finish.

• Location: The antenna must be attached to the rear of the house
structure.

Refer to Article VIII, Section 8.9.2, amended 6/04, of the Covenants for exact wording.

Continued

You may not install an antenna or satellite dish if it
duplicates the existing reception in your house.

Satellite Dishes, Antennae, etc.
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Refer to Article VIII, Section 8.9.1, amended 6/04, of the Covenants for exact wording. 13

You may not install any exterior television or other antenna
or satellite dish, on your property without the

prior written consent of ARC and all installations
must be within these regulations:

– SATELLITE DISHES –

• Size: Maximum diameter is 39.37 inches.

• Placement: Must be installed on the ground

• Height: When the satellite dish is at 90 degrees from the ground,
the vertical height must be 45 inches or less from the ground.

• Color: Satellite Dishes must be black, dark gray or dark green.

• Screening: Satellite Dishes must not be seen from any street or
any adjoining residence. Plant material must be planted at least 48
inches in height and dense enough to create an opaque barrier
around the satellite dish.

• Location: Satellite Dishes must be installed in one of two locations
on the property, as specified in the Covenants.

YOU MAY NOT INSTALL A SATELLITE DISH
IN YOUR FRONT YARD.



Fences, Walls and Hedges, Outbuildings, Piers and Docks

– FENCES –

You may NOT erect perimeter fencing on your lot.

All decorative fencing must have advanced written approval
of the ARC.

– WALLS AND HEDGES –

Walls and/or hedges erected and/or planted by the PAL
or approved, in writing, by the ARC are permitted on your lot.

– OUTBUILDINGS –

No free-standing outbuildings are allowed on your property.

– PIERS AND DOCKS –

No piers or docks – permanent or temporary – are allowed
either on or adjacent to your property.

Refer to Article VIII, Sections 8.12, 8.13 and 8.14 of the Covenants for exact wording. 14
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Yard Post Lights
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Refer to Article VIII, Section 8.20, amended 2/05, of the Covenants for exact wording.

YARD POST LIGHTS MUST BE MAINTAINED
IN PROPER WORKING ORDER AT ALL TIMES!

The yard post lights provide:

SECURITY AND SAFETY FOR ALL PLANTATION RESIDENTS

You must:

• Install a white light of maximum wattage in your yard post light.

• NEVER install colored light bulbs.

• Replace burned out bulbs immediately. (If you are going to be
away, it is your responsibility to ask a friend or neighbor to
replace the bulb in your yard post light when necessary.)

• Keep shrubbery trimmed clear of the light unit.

DO NOT cover your yard post light or decorate it in any way that
hinders its ability to provide a bright, white light.

If the HOA has to replace a burned out yard post light bulb for you,
you will be charged for the bulb and the labor.

Yard post lights must be black or white–no other color–and may only
be the style (or similar) orginally installed when your house was built.

Before a yard post light can be replaced or undergo major repairs,
the written approval of the ARC must be obtained.

Trees and Wells, Wetlands, Fishing
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– CUTTING TREES –

You may not cut any trees on your property or on the common areas,
without prior written approval from the ARC.

Any tree with a trunk that is 4-inch or larger in diameter also requires
a permit from Lake County prior to removal.

Refer to Article VIII, Sections 8.16, 8.17 and 8.19 of the Covenants for exact wording.

– WELLS –

You may NOT construct, build or drill any well
on your property or anywhere on Plantation property.

TRIMMING TREES

Have your oak trees professionally trimmed and thinned
– before hurricane season – to diminish potential wind damage

and to promote fuller, more uniform growth.

– DREDGING OR FILLING OF WETLANDS –

You may not dredge or fill any existing wetland anywhere on the
PAL property ... or apply for any permit to do so.

FISHING

Catch and Release fishing only is allowed
in the lakes and/or ponds within the PAL

property for residents and guests.



Senior Adult Community, Guests
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Refer to Article VIII, Section 8.2, amended 10/95, of the Covenants for exact wording.

THE PLANTATION AT LEESBURG WAS DESIGNED AS,
AND IS, A “SENIOR ADULT COMMUNITY.”

– OWNERS AND RESIDENTS –

One person in at least 80% of the total PAL households must be age 55
or older. Adults under the age of 55 - without children - may reside in no

more than 20% of the total PAL households.

– CHILD GUESTS –

You are allowed to have guests under the age of 18 years old,
but such guests may stay in your house for a period

of no more than 30 days per calendar year.

– EXPECTED GUESTS –

Call the security gatehouse and give the guard your name
and your 5-digit security code. Advise the guard of:

• Name or company name of your visitors.
• Estimated time of arrival of your visitors.
• Frequest guests and long term renters.

Please remember ...

As the homeowner, you are responsible for the actions
of all of your guests – children and adults –

while they are visiting in the PAL.



Vehicles, Motor Boats
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1Refer to Article VIII, Section 8.4 of the Covenants for exact wording.

VEHICLES1

All motor vehicles used within the PAL must:

• Display a current license plate.

• Be maintained in proper operating condition, so there is
no annoying noise, unpleasant odors or other nuisances.

• Be driven ONLY on paved areas – never on pathways or
unpaved areas.

MOTOR BOATS2

Only motorized boats smaller than 15 feet, with electric motors
of no more than 6 horsepower are allowed in any body of water
on the PAL property.

Boats and all other watercraft must be used according to the
rules and regulations adopted by the HOA Board of Directors.

Watercraft must be launched at specific designated areas
on the shore of each lake or other body of water.

2Refer to Article VIII, Section 8.15 of the Covenants for exact wording.

Motor vehicles are governed by the traffic laws
of the State of Florida and Lake County and are

enforced by the Lake County Sheriff’s Department.



Parking
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Refer to Article VIII, Section 8.5 and 8.5.2 of the Covenants for exact wording.

 – PARKING –

Except for emergencies, you may NOT repair or restore any vehicle,
boat, RV, camper or trailer on any part of the PAL property

– GUEST PARKING –

Cars and similar vehicles that belong to you or your guests may
be parked on the roadway directly in front of your lot

for NOT more than 24 hours in a one (1) week period.

You may not, under any circumstances, hinder traffic,
any part of any right-of-way, or access to any other residences.

• No overnight parking is permitted in the parking lots at
The Manor, Ashley Hall or Hermitage Hall.

• No parking in “Postal Parking” spaces for any reason
other than to deposit and/or pick up mail.

• Handicapped parking spaces are reserved for handicapped
residents only.

Violators will be ticketed.

Parking
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TEMPORARY PARKING ONLY!

Trucks and commercial vehicles used for pick up and delivery
(such as, but not limited to: UPS, Fedex, furniture trucks, moving vans)

may be parked temporarily on the roadway in front of your house.

Vehicles required for residential services (such as, but not limited to:
lawn care and landscaping services, carpet cleaners,

electricians, plumbers, painters, etc.)
may be parked temporarily on the roadway in front of your house.

Boats, boat trailers, campers motor homes and trailers may be
parked outside of your garage or carport temporarily for loading/unloading

only, but NEVER for more than 48 hours.
Under no circumstances, are you permitted to hinder any traffic

or access to neighboring homes/buildings in any way.

If your boat, boat trailer or RV will fit completely inside your garage or
completely under your carport, you may park it there.

Refer to Article VIII, Section 8.5 of the Covenants for exact wording.

PARKING

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Your neighbors walk on and/or cross the streets at all hours of the
day and night. Any vehicle speeding in excess of 15 mph may

cause serious injury to life and/or damage to property.

SPEED

LIMIT

Speed Limits
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In all villages!

Refer to Article VIII, Section 8.5.1 of the Covenants for exact wording. 21

These speed limits apply to all motorized vehicles, including golf carts,
scooters, mopeds, etc. and also apply to bicycles.

SPEED

LIMIT

The speed limit is 25 mph on all other PAL streets.



Trash and Garbage, Clothes Drying
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All lots must be kept clear of:

• Trash

• Rubbish

• Garbage

• unsightly weeds and underbrush

• and/or other waste materials

The PAL HOA has the authority to hire, at the homeowner’s expense,
 the appropriate personnel to collect and remove trash and garbage

and clean up the lot of any homeowner who fails to maintain
a neat and clean lot.

Refer to Article VIII, Sections 8.7 and 8.8 of the Covenants for exact wording. 22

Outside clothes lines are permitted on residential property only under
the restrictions noted in the ARC Guidelines, updated 5/2003.

Refer to these Guidelines for further information.



Trash Collection
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• Residential garbage and rubbish must be placed for collection in

standard 20-30 gallon trash cans or sealed bags, with each
weighing 40 lbs. or less.

• Trash cans must have handles, with tight-fitting lids, be free of
sharp and jagged edges, with bottoms intact. When garbage
cans develop holes in the bottom and/or jagged edges, call
Waste Management to arrange for removal.

• Boxes must be flattened and bundled. They may be placed with
the trash cans and/or bags for collection.

• Set trash containers out for pickup by 6:00 AM on designated
collection days, but not before 5:00 PM the previous day.

Trash cans or bags must be placed at curbside within 3-5 feet from
the edge of the traveled portion of the street.

• Tree limbs, yard trash and waste building materials must be
bagged, bundled or placed in an easy-to-handle container (such as a
standard trash can) weighing no more than 40 lbs.

Limbs and branches must be stacked parallel to each other and
tied in bundles weighing no more than 40 lbs. each. Bundles
must be no longer than 4 feet in length with limbs no greater than
6 inches in diameter.

These items should be stacked with the household trash for
easier pick up.
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• DO NOT STACK trash cans or trash bags
over water or gas meters or under low hanging
tree limbs or utility wires.

• KEEP TRASH CONTAINERS CLEAN. Trash containers must be
kept free of ants, wasps, bee hives, etc. and all kinds of rodents.

• BROKEN GLASS must be wrapped in newspaper and placed only
inside a trash can.

THESE ITEMS WILL NOT BE PICKED UP AS REGULAR TRASH:

• PAINT/OIL CANS OR AUTOMOBILE/TRUCK BATTERIES.

• HAZARDOUS WASTES of any kind, including lawn and/or pool
chemicals.

• TIRES of any size or kind.

• CONSTRUCTION OR DEMOLITION DEBRIS, such as, but not

limited to: fencing, floor tiles, etc.

• APPLIANCES AND FURNITURE. You must call Waste Management
to schedule a pick up. Once a pick up is scheduled with the hauler,
you may place appliances, furniture, and other bulk items at the curb
for pick up on the agreed day.

[Before scheduling a pick up, consider calling local charities, such as
Salvation Army, Habitat for Humanity, church thrift shops, etc., to see
if they can use these items.]

Recycling
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“Our children do not inherit the earth from us ...

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Items for recycling are collected one day each week –
find out what day recycling is collected for your village.

Recycle items currently being collected at curbside in PAL include:

YOU MAY HAVE:

• A name sign attached to the arm of your yard post light.

• Home security signs.

• One PAL HOA-approved*  “FOR SALE” sign in a window of your
house, no larger than 18 inches square.

• One PAL HOA-approved* “FOR RENT” sign in a window of your
house, no larger than 18 inches square.

* Check with the HOA-Admin. for details.

YOU MAY NOT HAVE:

• Political signs

• Business signs

• Yard Sale signs**

• any other type of sign on your property.

** Yard sales (garage sales, tag sales, etc.) are
not allowed anywhere on the PAL property.



Renting Your House
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• You must obtain prior written approval from the PAL HOA
Board, of the names, ages, contact information, vehicle infor-
mation including tag number, of all proposed occupants, and
duration of the rental period before you may rent your house.

• Your house must be used only as a single-family adult private
residence. You may NOT rent to a corporation or business.

• Only the person(s) whose name appears on the PAL HOA
approval form may occupy the house. They may not use it for
any other purpose.

• You may NOT rent your house for less than 30 days at a time.

• You are responsible and accountable for making sure your
renters are informed of and abide by all of the rules and
regulations of the PAL HOA. All renters must agree, in writing,
to be bound by PAL HOA rules and regulations.

• Renters will be issued an extended Visitors Pass or a bar
code sticker (cost $5).

• You, the homeowner, continue to be responsible for care
and maintenance of the property, including, but not limited
to: lawn, siding, roof, plant beds, etc.

• Check your insurance policy to determine how renting your
property will impact your coverage.

The two golf courses – known as Cranes Roost Golf Course and Otter
Creek Golf Course – while physically located within the PAL property,
are privately owned and operated by a group of investors under the name
of the Plantation Residents Golf Club.

Both golf courses are open to the public. However, non-resident golfers
are prohibited from using other PAL amenities.

The PAL homeowners may use one or both of the golf courses,
but are not entitled to any priority over other players.

The golf courses have never been “common areas” of the PAL and
never will be. They are a separate entity.

Equity membership in the golf courses and any golf fees and/or
charges are governed solely by the bylaws and regulations of the
Plantation Residents Golf Club.

All golf fees and charges are entirely separate from any HOA fees.

The Pro Shop, located at the intersection of Plantation Boulevard
and Plantation View Drive, is also owned by the Plantation
Residents Golf Club and functions as a part of the golf courses.

Any questions or concerns about the golf courses should be
addressed to the golf course owners, the Plantation Residents Golf
Club, by way of the Pro Shop at 365-0526.

The PAL HOA Dues (Assessments)
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When you purchased your property at PAL you agreed to pay an
annual “assessment” (dues) to help maintain the property.

The PAL HOA dues are used to maintain:

• Security guards

• Lighting in common areas

• Roads and Parking Lots

• Main entrances

• Village entrances

• The Manor and the Manor Pool

• Ashley Hall and the Ashley Pool

• Hermitage Hall and the Hermitage Pool

• Common areas such as the greenways along the roadways

• Recreation areas, including but not limited to: softball field,

bocce courts, tennis courts, pickleball courts, volleyball
courts, archery ranges, craft rooms, activity rooms, etc.

• Insurance for common areas

• Property taxes on common areas

• Labor, services, equipment, materials, etc. for common areas

• Other expenses as deemed appropriate by the PAL HOA

Board of Directors

Dues amounts and payment schedules may change.
Contact the HOA-Admin. if you have questions.

Under certain circumstances, a special assessment may be levied,
in addition to the annual dues.

Village HOAs may have their own mandatory fees and/or social dues.

They are separate from and in addition to the PAL HOA dues.
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Refer to Article VI of the Covenants for details and exact wording.

The PAL HOA (The Association)
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Every Plantation homeowner is a member of PAL HOA.

Votes by the HOA membership are required for:

• The annual election of the PAL HOA Board of Directors.

• Any other time as determined by the Covenants and Bylaws.

No matter how many persons own a lot,
only one (1) vote per lot can be cast.

There is one (1) vote per building lot.



Pets
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NO EXOTIC PETS!

• You may have only normal household pets, and pet birds,
such as:

– Cats – Tropical fish

– Dogs – Canaries

– Goldfish – Parakeets

• No more than 2 pets per household.

• No commercial pet breeding or maintenance.

• All pets must be restrained on leashes and under the control

of the homeowner, family member, guest, or renter.

You must pick up after your pet!

If your pet chooses to use a lawn for a bathroom ...

it must be YOUR lawn!

You must clean up after your pet immediately and dispose of the

waste in an appropriate trash container.

Neither you, your family, your guests or your renters may create
nuisances anywhere on the PAL property – on your own property or
on the common areas.

Nuisances might include, but are not limited to:

• Loud Noises

• Illegal acts

• Barking dogs

• Screaming birds



Golf Carts
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• Golf carts DO NOT have right-of-way over other traffic –
motorized vehicles, bicycles and/or pedestrians.

• Golf cart drivers must obey all traffic signs.

• Golf carts must be driven on cart paths, where provided –
NOT in the road.

• Golf carts should park in designated spaces when available.

• Golf carts must be equipped with:

– Efficient brakes – A rearview mirror

– Reliable steering – Red reflectors – front and rear

– Safe tires – Head and tail lights

NO ONE under the age of 16

is allowed to drive a golf cart.



Swimming Pool Rules
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Complete swimming pool rules are posted at each pool
and on the PAL web site. It is your responsibility to read them
and abide by them.

Highlights of Pool Rules:

• Children who are not completely toilet trained, MUST

wear swim diapers to enter the pool.

NO ONE UNDER THE AGE OF 16
IS ALLOWED IN THE HOT TUB AT ANY TIME.

• There are no lifeguards.
People use the pools and/or spas at their own risk.

• A shower is required before entering the pools or spas.
Suntan lotion/oil must be washed off before entering the pools
or spas.

NOT ALLOWED AT ANY TIME:

• RUNNING • DIVING

• JUMPING • SPLASHING

• OR ANY OTHER HORSEPLAY

• Noodles and one (1) person rafts are allowed in the pools
– away from the steps. No balls, floating rings, etc.

Violations of the posted Pool Rules should be reported
to the on-site Activities staff or North Security Gate.



Swimming Pools
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Plantation residents may use any
of the three swimming pools. None
of these pools “belong” to any group of
homeowners.

You are responsible for your guests’ behavior

in and around the swimming pools.

Be sure you review the rules with them.

RESIDENT HOSTS/GRANDPARENTS MUST BE PRESENT
WITH ALL CHILDREN 16 YEARS OF AGE OR YOUNGER

WHILE AT THE POOLS, THE ACTIVITY CENTERS
AND THE “COURT YARDS”.

• Swimming pools and spas are usually open 7:30 AM to 11:00 PM,
7 days a week unless otherwise specified.

• The pools are usually closed one day per month for cleaning and
maintenance.

• Lap Swimmers may use the pool any time; however, early morning
is recommended when the pool is not so busy.

• Refer to your Plantation Times and/or the Plantation web site for
hours of operation, special use times for organized activities and
winter closings.

Please exhibit common courtesy to lap swimmers,
aquacizers and those participating in

other organized pool activities.



United States Flag Display
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Flag Pole Installation
on

Residential Lots

You must have the written approval of
ARC before you may install a flag pole

in the ground on your property.

– Flag Displays At Village Entrances –

The US flag may be flown ALONE on any day of the year
if proper protocol for displaying this flag is followed.

Refer to: www.usa-flag-site.org/etiquette.shtml

for detailed US flag display protocol information.

It is recommended that the flag be flown especially on the
holidays listed below and on any other days as proclaimed

by the President of the United States.

• Presidents Day (February)

• Armed Forces Day (May)

• Memorial Day (May)

• Flag Day (June)

• Independence Day (July 4th)

• Labor Day (September)

• Veterans Day (November)

– Flag Pole Standards at Village Entrances –

• Flag poles must not exceed 12-16 feet above the ground.

• Poles must be white or plain aluminum.

• Sleeves to hold poles must be installed without concrete.

• Flag pole installations at village entrances require the prior
approval of the HOA Maintenance Supervisor.

Decorations may be displayed at the village entrances NO EARLIER
OR LATER than the time frames shown below:
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– 7 Days –
From 4 days before to 2 days after the holiday:

• Valentine’s Day (2/14) • Memorial Day (observed)
• St. Patrick’s Day (3/17) • Independence Day (7/4)

– 10 Days –

Easter and Passover
From Friday before Palm Sunday to Tuesday after Easter. If Passover
does not fall within this time frame, special observance will be allowed.

Halloween
From October 24th through November 2nd.

Thanksgiving
From 5 days before to 4 days after the holiday.

– 3 Weeks –

Christmas and Hanukkah

December 14th to January 3rd.

• Decorations are not to cover name of village on the village name wall.

• Lighted displays are not to overload circuit breakers or cover the village
name brick wall lights.

• No holes are to be drilled into the village name brick wall.

• No damage is to be done to existing plant material or sprinker systems.

• All decorations are to be within the plant bed areas, not in the grass.



Extended Absences
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Be sure a neighbor is monitoring your yard post light

and will replace burned out bulbs when necessary.

BEFORE YOU LEAVE HOME –

• DO NOT turn air conditioning off – Set A/C not to exceed 80°

• Turn off water valves at washing machine hoses.

• Make arrangements for lawn care and weeding while you are gone.

• DO NOT put chlorine bleach in toilet tank.

• Notify cable, telephone and newspaper offices.

• Provide Leesburg Post Office with a forwarding address.

• Secure your home:

– Lock windows and doors.

– Make sure security pins are in place in sliding glass doors.

– Place a wood or metal stick in tracks of the sliding glass
doors to prevent them from being opened.

• Consider a plug-in timer to turn a light/lights on and off during the
evening hours.

• Show a friend/neighbor the location of the house supply water
shut off valve.

• Empty refrigerator, clean inside, UNPLUG and leave doors open.

• Move grill and all outside furniture inside your house or garage.

• Open circuit breaker to electric water heater.

• Leave a house key with a nearby friend or neighbor. Tell him/her:

– When you plan to leave and when you plan to return

– How you can be contacted in an emergency, i.e., phone
and/or cell phone numbers and e-mail address



Extended Absences , Vacations
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NEVER DISCONTINUE ELECTRIC OR WATER SERVICE!

No electricity = expensive repairs!

Excessive humidity in the house creates perfect conditions for:

• Mold to grow and damage walls and carpet.

• Carpet to buckle and require replacement.

Set the thermostat no higher than 80° to control humidity.

No water service = fines and expensive repairs!

Insufficient lawn and shrub watering can lead to fines
from the PAL HOA and lawn and/or shrub replacement.

WHEN YOU LEAVE ON VACATIONS –

• Drop a completed Vacation form* at the gatehouse. (Forms

are available at the Activities Centers or may be downloaded

from the palhoa.com web site.)

• Place a completed USPS Hold Mail form in your mailbox (or

submit your “hold mail” request online at usps.com).

• Notify a friend or neighbor of your travel schedule.

• Leave a house key with a friend or neighbor.

• Leave emergency contact information with a friend or neighbor.

*If you return earlier than the date stated on the form,
 be sure to notify the gatehouse that you have returned early.

Violation of any of the governing documents and/or any rules
and regulations adopted by the PAL HOA cannot be tolerated.

The PAL HOA has several legal ways to deal with violations.

The options include, but are not limited to:

– SUSPENSION –

The PAL HOA may suspend the rights of the homeowner and

the homeowner’s renters and guests for a specific period of time.

– FINES –

The PAL HOA may levy fines of up to $100 per day per violation.
