ÅWater use will be evaluated periodically to 

determine if programs are working

ÅProgram may need to be revised based on water 

use results

Improvements to the Water 

Distribution System
Å Reducing the pressure delivered to your home can save 

water every time you turn on water, especially for 

irrigation

Å Study has been completed and the City will be installing 

PRVs (pressure reducing valves) to regulate pressure in 

the distribution system due to topographic changes in 

the development

Å Free Irrigation Audits

Å Free Rain Sensor Shut-Offs

Å Irrigation retrofit cost -sharing

Å Possible landscape retrofit cost sharing

Funding Assistance - The Catch

Implement, Install and Maintain

Irrigation Audits

- Be present for the audit

- Some participation may be required

- Must agree to implement recommendations

Rain Sensor Shut-offs

- Must agree to install correctly and keep operational

Cost -Sharing

- Install based on what has been agreed upon with the 
City.



Irrigation Audits
1) Site Inspection

- working rain sensor shut -off

- inspect irrigation system - broken, malfunctioning, or clogged 
heads,é

- separation of turf and beds

- evidence of pipe leaks

- overspray

2) Performance testing

- check pressure

- catch can test to evaluate coverage (uniform distribution)

- appropriate number and type of heads

- head spacing

3) Scheduling

- When do you irrigation and for how long

Promoting Efficient Irrigation

Å Irrigate on designated days

Å Properly designed irrigation systems

Å Seasonal program changes to irrigation controller

Å Irrigation maintenance

Å Reduce Overspray of hardscape 

Å Evaluate common area irrigation



Common Areas -Easy Place to Save

Å Look for evidence of broken pipes

Å Replace any broken or malfunctioning sprinkler heads

Å Straighten any sprinklers that are leaning

Å Replace existing heads with pressure reducing spray heads where 
applicable

Å Reduce overspray of hardscapes

Å Reduce pesticide and chemical use ?

Å Reduce area irrigated

Å Alternative landscaping plants ?



Landscaping Opportunities

Å Use natives where possible

Å Florida -friendly landscaping

Å Alternative groundcover or other landscaping plants to 

turf

Å Consider different plant selection for problem
